One of your crews came to the aid and assistance 
of my parents recently, and I wanted to make sure 
that you were aware of it and how appreciative we 
are. 
 
On Wednesday, June 30th, my folks were traveling 
from Groton to our home in Spearfish via 
Highway 212.  Driving a large motor home, 
pulling their pickup, the front tire of the pickup 
had a blowout some 25 miles east of Newell on 
Highway 212. 
 
A Hills M aterials crew was working in the area 
and initial ly  helped to identify the location so that 
my folks could contact their roadside assistance 
company.  When it became clear that there was no 
“ roadside assistance” anywhere close to them, 
several members of your crew took it upon 
themselves to provide assistance.   
 
Initially, your crew directed them to a location as 
far off the highway as possible, but when it  
became apparent that the area was still not a safe 
location, one of your pickups was parked at the 
top of the hill  with lights flashing to warn 
oncoming motorists.  Another crew in a pickup 
observed that my stepfather was not physically 
able to handle the tire change operation, due to his 
back condition and emphysema, so they took it 
upon themselves to change the tire on the pickup 
using their own jack.   
 
Not only were these members of your crews 
“ good samaritans”, when the project was 
completed and my parents ready to get on their 
way, my stepfather offered your crew a substantial 
“ tip” for their assistance, which was decl ined.  
 
I want you to know how appreciative my parents 
and I are of the Hills M aterials crew that was 
involved in this rescue.  We don’ t have any 
names, or we would let each of them individual ly 
know how very much appreciated they are!
